This weekend we
celebrate the 2nd Anniversary of
the re-dedication of our church.
We have the opportunity to
celebrate once again the goodness
of God and the generosity of the
people of St. Joseph. These two
factors came together in a remarkable way to make the
renovation of our spiritual home possible. I continue to
experience a sense of awe and wonder about how beautiful
the church looks and the incredible reception the renovation
has received from parishioners, former parishioners who
moved out of the area and have seen the church, and
visitors to our parish. It is obvious that as a community we
have a deep sense of healthy and humble pride about the
beauty of our church.

The most important thing about our renovated
church is that it has assisted the people of St. Joseph and
those visiting St. Joseph, in raising their minds and hearts
to God. The sheer size and eloquence of the baldichino has
enriched our liturgy with a sense of both the ftranscendent
and sacred. The stained glass windows have allowed us to
enter more deeply into the life, ministry, suffering, death,
resurrection, and ascension of Jesus Christ, as well as the
sending of the Holy Spirit so that we can be His living
presence in the world. As we reflect on the love of Christ
depicted in the stained glass windows, our hearts are filled
with a deepened sense of thanksgiving and we are inspired
to grow closer to Christ and to share His love and saving
message with others. In the midst of creating this
transcendent and sacred atmosphere, we have been able to
maintain the signature mark of St. Joseph, a warm and
welcoming environment and parish family.

One of the more unfortunate aspects of the
renovation has been the problem with the church floor. As T
have mentioned in the past, the church has reached a
financial settlement through a process of mediation. T am
pleased to inform you that the Renovation Task Force has
met several times in the last few weeks. We continue to
discuss the possibilities of either repair or replacement.
We have been looking into the pros and cons of either
decision. We want to make a well informed decision and
thoroughly consider the various possibilities.  After the
Task Force has reached a consensus, they will provide the
Pastoral Council and the Finance Council with their official
recommendation. After a period of discussion, each council
will decide whether to accept, reject or modify the
recommendation. Once a decision is agreed upon by both
the Pastoral and Finance Council, the parish will seek

diocesan approval to begin either the floor repair or
replacement. During this crucial time of discussion and
discernment, your prayers would be greatly appreciated.

May God continue to bless our parish family with
everything that we need to be the community that He
desires and wills us to be! Have a great week!
