16th Sunday in Ordinary Time  
 

 The story of Martha and 

Mary is one of my favorite 

Gospels.  I must admit that as 

my life and priestly ministry has 

unfolded and I have come to 

embrace the responsibilities of 

being a Pastor, I look at this story somewhat differently.  

In the past, I primarily sympathized with Mary and was 

deeply inspired by her commitment to remain focused on 

Jesus and to make Him her first priority.  I am still 

deeply inspired by her witness, and seek to imitate her 

example in my own life, although imperfectly. 

 

 At the same time, I have become increasingly 

sympathetic with the character of Martha and the many 

responsibilities that continually make demands on her 

time, attention and energy.  I can relate to the anxiety, 

worry, and burden that can be part of a life of service 

and responsibility, even though the joys and the 

satisfaction far surpass the other.  I am confident that 

you can relate as well, in terms of your own particular 

commitments and responsibilities.  In the midst of the 

busyness of daily living, it can be quite a challenge to 

remain serene and to keep our eyes focused on the Lord 

and listen attentively at his feet like Mary. 

 

 I have found that since it is such a challenge, it 

becomes even more necessary and crucial that we listen 

at the feet of Jesus, like Mary.   In the process, it may 

seem like we are just adding another responsibility on our 

already lengthy “to do” list. It can feel like we are adding 

even more stress to our lives.  Yet, if we develop and 

persevere in the habit of listening at the feet of Jesus 

at the very beginning of our day and toward the end of 

our day, something wonderful begins to happen.  We 

begin to notice that our anxiety and worry is increasingly 

transformed into serenity and trust as we open ourselves 

up to the Spirit of Christ.  We begin to feel that Christ 

is helping us carry our burdens, through the power of the 

Holy Spirit and through other people.  We will also find 

that what we used to experience as a burden, we now 

experience as more of a blessing and a joy. 

 

 By imitating the prayerful example of Mary, our 

life of service and responsibility is transformed.  As we 

go through the day being a Martha and taking care of 

everything that needs to be done, we can do it with more 

of a Mary spirit.   We can do it with a joy, enthusiasm, 

peace, energy, efficiency, and productivity that may have 

previously eluded us.  We experience this wonderful 

transformation because we are truly living and serving in 

the grace of God.  The grace of God truly heals and 

changes our approach and experience of our life of 

service to Christ and to His people.

The story teaches us, among 

other things, that every one of us can have our 

own experience of Jesus that will likely be 

much different than that of our friends’ 

experience.  Jesus was supportive of the 

different ways that Mary and Martha lived out their approach to 

Him.

Even though we are a 

part of a large church community each of us has his or her own 

relationship with God.  With and through others that 

relationship is formed in our own experiences.  Can you think 

of some of the factors that have formed your experience of 

God?   
 

Question for Children  It’s probably fair to say that every 

child has a different relationship with their father than they do 

with their mother.  Likewise each parent has a slightly different 

relationship with each of their children.  Do you have a 

relationship with Jesus?  In just a few words how would you 

describe that relationship?

PSR Parish School of Religion   PSR classes will be 

forming in August.  Look for the 

registration tables in the Gathering Space 

after all the Masses on the weekends of 

August 7-8, and 14-15.  Classes will be 

offered for children in K-5 to the 8
th
 grade.  

The second grade will prepare for First 

Holy Communion and the 8
th
 grade will 

prepare for Confirmation.  Again this year 

the text book series that we’ll be using is 

Blest Are We, which is the parish version of the same series 

that is used by St. Joseph School.   

Classes will begin on the morning of August 22 at 

10:45 am.  On that first day of class all children and parents are 

asked to report to the St. Joseph Activity Center (the gym).  In 

the gym the children will gather with their instructors and be 

led to their classrooms.   

The Parish School of Religion is intended for every 

child from K-5 to the 8
th

 grade who is not currently enrolled in 

a Catholic School.  This very important ministry of the parish is 

designed to help the parents, the children’s primary catechists, 

to fulfill the baptismal promise to provide instruction in the 

faith we profess.   
 

RCIA  The critical thing to know about RCIA is that it is not a 

“class”.  The Catholic faith, as 

presented in RCIA, is not a 

subject being studied.  The best 

word to describe what happens 

is to say that it is a “process”.   

I can hear some of you 

saying “what does that mean?”  

There is a lot of information that 

is shared, but it’s not a “how-to” in the sense of how to be 

Catholic.  There is prayer and worship, but it’s by way of 

letting the Inquirers know how Catholics pray and the purpose 

of our prayer together.   

The process helps a person feel at home in a small 

church community that is a part of successively larger 

communities that are part of the one, holy, catholic and 

apostolic Church founded by Jesus Christ.   

The new series of RCIA sessions will begin on 

Tuesday evening, August 24, 2010, at 6:45pm in the Family 

Life Center.
